The KIT and Hotel are situated next to each other just outside the city centre but within easy reach of Schiphol Airport and Amsterdam Central Station. 
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How to get there

By airport

· From Schiphol Airport catch a train to Amsterdam Central Station. These trains leave every ten minutes from Schiphol Plaza platform 1 or 2. At Amsterdam Central Station, take the number 9 tram to Tropen Museum/Mauritskade. 

· By Connexxion Schiphol Hotel Shuttle. This frequent shuttle service will take you daily from Schiphol to your hotel in Amsterdam from 06.00 - 21.00 h. Tickets will be available at the Connexxion Desk at Schiphol Plaza near the Arrivals terminal (same Plaza from which the trains leave). The shuttle busses leave frequently from Buss Platform A7 (outside the Arrivals terminal). 

In case you would like to use this service for your retourtrip from the hotel back to Schiphol, please contact de reception desk at your hotel at least two hours before departing.

By train

Tickets for Public Transport

· Train tickets are available at the NS Ticket & Information Desks or through the yellow self-service machines. Both are located at the Schiphol Plaza.

· GVB - Public Transport is the Public Transport Company of Amsterdam providing integrated metro, tram and bus service throughout Amsterdam and its surrounding areas. 

There are several tickets available depending on the duration of your stay and your wishes:

· 24-, 48- and 72-hour GVB passes allow for unlimited travel on all trams, buses, metros and night buses for the duration of the pass and provide the most economical way for visitors to explore the city. These passes can be purchased at one of the GVB Tickets & Info Offices located at all major train stations. In addition, 24-hour passes may be purchased on board from the GVB drivers and conductors. Please keep in mind that tickets bought on board will be premium charged. 

· Another travel option is to buy a multi-journey ticket (“strippenkaart” in Dutch) valid a year round, which charges riders per trip according to the number of zones passed through to reach their destination. These tickets are available in strips of 8, 15 and 45 zones and can be purchased at all GVB Tickets & Information Offices, newspaper shops, post offices and most major supermarkets.

· Single ticket journeys are also available on board from the GVB drivers and conductors. However, please keep in mind that tickets bought on board will be premium charged.
